Crime Watch Tips 
 
 

Reducing the Opportunity of Larcenies from Autos.  This month 19 thefts from cars – most 
of which had items left in plain view.   

·  Park in well-lighted areas 
·  Park in well-traveled areas 
·  Lock your doors. 
·  Do not leave valuables in the car!!!! 
·  Mark or slash inspection stickers and city decals, 
·  Put valuables in the trunk before you get to your destination. 
·  Do not use your glove box as a “safe”. 
·  DO NOT LEAVE ANYTHING IN PLAIN VIEW (toll change, food, gym bag, etc.) 
·  DO NOT LEAVE THE MOUNT TO YOUR GPS AFFIXED TO YOUR 

WINDSHIELD!!!  (The criminal will guess that there is probably a GPS in your car if 
he/she sees the mount.) 

·  DO NOT LEAVE YOUR ELECTRONICS PLUGGED IN!!  (We have had cars broken 
into with IPODs or GPSs hidden under the seat or in the glove box but they were still 
plugged in – criminals are looking in your cars)  

 
Reducing the Opportunity of Thefts from Buildings.  This month we received 9 reports of 
items stolen from buildings.  Items were stolen by individuals invited inside.   

·  Please ensure that you know and can trust those you invite into your homes – especially 
during parties. 

·  If you are having a party – do not allow access to your entire home.  Lock valuables such 
as jewelry and cash in rooms not accessible to your guests.   

·  If you are allowing a repairman or cleaning person into your home or business – use a 
reputable business and ensure that someone accompanies them at all times.   

 



 

 
 

Significant Arrests 
 
On January 23, after copying an alert from the VA State Police Fusion Center in 
reference to a vehicle that would be traveling through our area carrying narcotics, 
Officers Jamison, Smith, Colburn and Hiner set up on the interstate at about the 
time they thought the vehicle should be traveling through our area.  Shortly 
afterwards, they observed a vehicle matching the description.  A traffic stop was 
initiated and with the assistance of K9 Officer Sammy Hernandez, they recovered 3 
Kilos of cocaine.  This case was turned over to the DEA.   
 
On February 22nd, a victim reported that he was shot in an attempt robbery in the 
area of 1st and Jackson.  Officer Mark Godwin arrested the victim of this incident 
several days later for possession of cocaine with the intent to distribute.  This 
investigation revealed that the victim of the shooting had sold the suspect’s father 
bad heroin which was the motive for the robbery and shooting.  Suspect has been 
arrested and charged with 4 felonies.   
 
On February 23rd, while responding to a report of random gunfire, Officer Stella 
observed a female riding a bike with no headlight.  He explained why he was in the 
area and the female immediately asked him if he would like to search her.  Officer 
Stella recovered 16 individually wrapped foil pockets from the female’s jacket.  She 
was charged with possession of heroin with the intent to distribute.    
 
The area surrounding 2nd and Broad continues to be the main focus of the 
Downtown Bike Team.  In February they made 4 felony arrests, 13 misdemeanor 
arrests and wrote 4 traffic summonses in the area.  On February 23rd - they 
attempted to serve a warrant on Horace Harris who is known to all 413 Officers and 
Narcotics Detectives for selling cocaine at 2nd and Broad.  He has been arrested on 
numerous occasions.  Mr. Harris attempted to run and was apprehended by Bike 
Officers Travers and Lehmann.  He was served with the outstanding warrant and 
with cocaine in his possession – he was once again charged with possession of 
cocaine with the intent to distribute.   Narcotics Detectives have also made several 
significant drug arrests in that area this month and we are very grateful for their 
assistance!!
