200 E. Broad Street, 12-3-2009, 545 pm, Victim was robbed by two individuals.
Aggravated Assault:

300 E. Marshall Street, 5:00 pm, 12-26-2009, Victims were assaulted by a suspect, Warrant on File.
PROPERTY CRIMES:

There were four burglaries this past month to residents but none since December 11, 2009.

THEFT FROM MOTOR VEHICLES:
There were a total of 27 thefts from motor vehicles last month, which was 17% less than last year at this time. This is still a high number and we will continue to work to reduce this crime.  All of the thefts occurred in Monroe Ward, Jackson Ward and City Center.  Officer’s were assigned to walking beats and were highly visible during December which appears to have deterred some of the thefts. You also helped and we ask you to continue to be proactive by locking vehicles and removing valuables. 
During the month of December Sector 413 Officers handled 1719 radio calls.  The Officer’s in Fourth Precinct especially those in Sector 413 have worked hard at keeping crime down and this is reflected in the numbers from the past month. I want to thank the officers, detectives and community for their continued support in making Sector 413 a better place to live and work.
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Graffiti “art” has been seen all over our Sector. Please review the following tips passed on from our environmental Officer Claude Picard.  Kudos to Officer Picard for all of his hard work which at times goes unrecognized but we appreciate the dedication he displays on a daily basis in keeping the Precinct a cleaner place to live.
Here are a few things residents should be on the look for when it comes to acts of graffiti.

 

1)  Spray Paint can rattles - It's a very distinct metallic rattle sound that is created when a person shakes a spray paint can.  Small metal or plastic "peas" are added to spray paint cans to help mix the paint during the shaking process. If this sound is heard, especially in the alleys, please call us so we can investigate.  "Taggers" are they are often called carry their cans in backpacks which you might be able to hear "clanking" as they are walking down the alley or street.   

 

2)  If you see anyone stopping intermittently in the alleys for unknown reasons.  This may be a sign they are walking, stopping, spray painting, and then moving on to their next target.

 

3)  If you see anyone hiding/ducking from passing vehicles and then returning to a particular area this may be a sign they are tagging a building or vehicle (or breaking into vehicles).  A "tagger" may also have his face partially covered and using a second person as a lookout.

 

4)  It is believed that spray paint tags occur in the early morning hours.

 

These are just a few things to be aware of and please do not hesitate to call us so we can investigate.
