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During the month of June 2009, Sector 413 experienced an overall increase of crime by 7% as compared to June of 2008. 

Sector 413 Officers are aware of this increase and are out there working to turn this trend around.
There were 5 robberies to individuals in Sector 413 during June 2009.  Two of these occurred in Oregon Hill. The other 3 robberies were on the Broad Street corridor and none were related.  

There were also 4 aggravated assaults in Sector 413; arrests were made on all of them.

The current trend in Property Crimes continues to be thefts related to motor vehicles. In the past week we have had 6 sets of license plates taken from cars. The majority of the thefts from motor vehicles are still electronics taken from inside vehicles that have been left out in plain view.  IPODS, Lap top computers and GPS’s are the target of these crimes.   There were also 4 scooters stolen in the month of June.
Here is a breakdown on the crimes reported:

VIOLENT CRIME: 

5 Robberies- 2 cleared by arrest

· 6/10/09- 1000 E. Broad Street – 1115 p.m., the male victim was walking to his car when he was robbed by 2 b/m’s- No weapon displayed
· 6/16/09-618 Idlewood Ave – 0148 a.m., the male victim was robbed by 4 b/males. These males were later apprehended in a taxi cab on the Southside and charged with this robbery.

· 6/19/09- 520 W. Broad St. 2:21a.m. – The male victim was walking to his home when approached by a b/m and w/m. The w/m made a motion has if he had a weapon and demanded money. The victim fled. The two suspects were apprehended about 30 minutes later.

· 6/20/09 – (attempt) – 200 e. Broad Street.  12:30 p.m., the male victim was walking down Broad Street with a $20.00 bill in his hand when he was approached by 2 b/m’s that demanded the money.

· 06/21/09 – (attempt) – 100 S. Cherry Street, 0315 a.m., the male victim was walking on Cherry Street when he was approached by a b/m. The suspect had a knife and demanded the victim’s money. The victim struck the suspect and ran to his home.

4 Aggravated Assaults-All cleared by arrests: I am not going to give narratives on these because all were arguments between known parties. None of these were random acts.
RAPE- arrest made
The arrest was made within a couple days of the offense; the victim met the suspect through some friends one evening. This is an isolated case.

PROPERTY CRIMES
We had 5 burglaries to residential apartments or homes.  In the majority of these windows/doors were left unlocked.  REMEMBER to lock all doors and windows!! The remaining burglaries were at the rear of the residences, windows were broken to gain entry.  Property taken: lap tops

Oregon Hill- 1 break in or Laurel Street

Jackson Ward – 2 – 0100 block of East Broad and 0100 block of E. Leigh

Monroe Ward – 2- 0100 block E. Grace and 200 block of E. Grace

Be good neighbors. If you see someone suspicious in the alley, call the police. This serves several purposes: it allows us to identify them, lets them know someone is watching and you may have prevented a crime.

The biggest problem in Sector 413 is still the theft from motor vehicles. 31 total for the month.  Once again items are left in plain view inside of the vehicles. This is too easy for suspects looking for random targets. The items that are being stolen continue to be IPods, GPS systems and laptops. Lock all valuables in your trunk out of sight!

In the last week the trend has been to remove license plates from vehicles. 2 occurred on Pine Street in Oregon Hill.  Monroe Ward and Jackson Ward had 3 a piece. We feel they are stealing them for the expiration date sticker.

ARRESTS:

As already noted we arrested 2 robbery suspects, 1 rape suspect and four individuals for theft from motor vehicle.  

Three individuals were arrested in the fan district for graffiti. We feel these individuals are also responsible for some of the tags located in Oregon Hill, Jackson Ward and Monroe Ward.

The homeless continue to bring complaints and are tied into some of the crimes I have touched on. The detectives and Officers have worked very hard at identifying these individuals and what areas they may be hanging around. 

Please continue to report suspicious persons or activities to the police as soon as possible. The non emergency number is 646-5100.

During the month of June, Sector 413 officers answered 1819 radio calls and conducted 140 field interviews.

I want to thank the officers, detectives and community for their continued support in combating the crime in Sector 413.
