Because of your 
continued assistance Sector 413 has had another great month!  Violent 
Crime for the month was down 25% and Property Crime was down 
21%.  We even had a 38% decrease in thefts from cars.  Please don’t let 
your guard down.  The reduction in thefts from cars comes from not 
leaving items in plain view.   

We had 7 robberies in our Sector in May – 4th Precinct Detectives have 
done an awesome job and have made arrests on three of them.  Of the 
remaining robberies – 3 occurred between 3:00am and 5:00am and the 
4th occurred at approximately 11:30 pm.  Please always be aware of 
your surroundings and ALWAYS report suspicious activity to the 
police.   

We also had 4 mopeds stolen this month and several bicycles, most 
were locked up and in the back yard.  If you cannot place the 
mopeds/bikes in a garage or secure location, please park them in a well 
lit area.  And PLEASE call us if you see anything suspicious!

Personal Safety Tips:  Let’s look at what you can do to make yourself and your 
family less vulnerable.  Share these ideas with your neighbors and friends.  
The more that people adopt them, the less vulnerable everyone will be!   

On Foot: 

·  Choose busy streets and avoid going through vacant lots, alleys, or other 
deserted areas.   

·  Try not to walk or job alone.  Take a neighbor or a friend along for 
company.   

·  Get to know the neighborhoods and neighbors where you live and work.  
·  Carry your purse close to your body, and keep a firm grip on it.   

If you are attacked: 

·  Do not panic 
·  Consider screaming, making noise, and shouting.  This may startle the 

attacker and enable your to break his hold.   

Not all criminals carry weapons, but many do.  If confronted by a weapon: 

·  Remain calm, avoid sudden moves. 
·  Avoid arguing and be cooperative. 
·  Follow your instincts.  Each situation is unique.   
·  Avoid abrupt, direct statements. 

Phone the Police immediately!!! 

·  Remember description:  height, weight, age, race, clothing, and car.   

Train your Brain – Have a plan.  Your must train your brain how to react in 
an attack situation, otherwise you may draw a bland and resort to panic.  You 
cannot help yourself if you are not thinking clearly.  Do not wait until 
something happens before you decide how you are going to deal with a 
situation.  Everyone’s plan will be different because everyone has different 
capabilities and limitations.  Remember that your plan may have to be

05/07 – During our Jackson Ward Burglary Initiative, Officer Bryan Smith 
observed a male attempting to break into a business located at 11 W. Broad St.  
Officer Smith stopped the suspect and began questioning.  The suspect fled on foot 
and was apprehended several blocks away by assisting Officers and the help of a 
citizen who observed the chase and followed the suspect in his truck.  The citizen 
remembered seeing the suspect get out of a car earlier in the evening and it was 
then determined that he had stolen the car.  Due to the keen observations of Officer 
Smith and this outstanding citizen – Patrick Roberts was arrested for Burglary and 
Motor Vehicle Theft.   Detective Sergeant D. A. Miles responded and his 
knowledge and experience paid off when he determined that 11 W. Broad was 
running an illegal night club and selling counterfeit clothing.  Everyone involved in 
this on-going investigation did an amazing job!     
 
05/16 – Bike Officer Bill Travers took a report of a theft from a car in the 100 block 
of N. 2nd Street.  He then went to Friedman’s Pawn to see if he could locate any of 
the electronics stolen.  He determined that a GPS was pawned 30 minutes after the 
car was broken into.
